THE CHILDREN’S CENTER AT PURCHASE COLLEGE

TUITION POLICIES 2021-2022
The Children’s Center at Purchase College is a not-for-profit corporation that is licensed by the State of New York to provide child care services.   The Children’s Center’s budget to operate is primarily dependent upon tuition paid for services rendered. 

A. Tuition/Fees

The tuition for children from families from surrounding communities, with no affiliation to the college, is set at a fixed rate. No financial information is needed from Community families.    A sliding fee scale (see section F), applicable to employees and students of the Purchase College community who meet the criteria for eligibility, is used to determine the child’s tuition. The Children’s Center Board of Directors determines the rate of tuition for both Community and Purchase College affiliated families. 

B. Calendar

The Children’s Center offers a choice of three calendar programs for enrollment.  Tuition is charged accordingly.

1. The Academic year program coincides with the college’s academic calendar.  Children attend only when college classes are in session.  (This option is available only to Purchase College affiliated parents who are students or whose contract is for the academic calendar.) 

2. The Modified year program provides continuous service beginning late August                   

to the last Friday in June excluding holidays and center closings.   

3. The Extended year program provides continuous service beginning late August to the last Friday in July excluding holidays and center closings.

4. All families are expected to enroll for the full extended year of 47 weeks.  Families that select the Modified 43 week program or the Academic 32 week program are subject to pay a onetime fee of one week tuition paid at the beginning of the year.  Please note the Academic program is available to Purchase College employees who are hired for the college Academic calendar.  Purchase College students are exempt from this fee. 
C.   Payment
Families are billed via email on the 5th of each month.  Payment is due on or before the 15th of the month.  The Academic calendar has nine installments, the Modified calendar has ten installments and the Extended has eleven installments. All installment payments are due in advance of service. When a family is in arrears, the Director of the Children’s Center reserves the right to suspend services until payment is made and your account is up to date.  The Director also reserves the right to terminate services without a period of suspension. 

Returned checks will assess any fees that are charged by our bank 


D.  Refunds and Changes of Program
Tuition payments are not refundable.  Refunds will not be given if a child is absent from school because of illness, a family vacation, etc.  The same applies for days when the center is closed due to snow or other emergency conditions.     

    Parents who reduce the number of days per week or withdraw from the program will be charged a $100 fee. 

Parents who reduce from the Extended calendar to the Modified calendar are charged the surcharge plus a $100 fee.  If your child is enrolled for the Extended calendar and you reduce the weeks for extended absences or vacations, a surcharge and fee will also apply.
Changes resulting in increased enrollment at the center will have no fee assessed, but are based upon space availability.  Additional day rates are on the tuition fee scale.  The center does not charge for weeks that we are not in session.  If your child is absent for any reason when the center is open, you are responsible for payment.  We do not offer makeup days for absences nor do we give refunds for absences.  In addition, refunds will not be given if the center is closed for weather or other emergencies.  

E.   Additional children
There is a 10% discount in tuition for each additional child from the same family.  The youngest child will be charged full tuition.  The discount will apply to the oldest siblings’ rate. This discount applies only to siblings who are concurrently enrolled.    
F.    The Sliding Scale for Purchase College Affiliates
1. Eligibility
a. Purchase College families who are eligible for tuition subsidy from the Westchester County Office of Children and Family Services are required to apply for that support in lieu of placement on the sliding scale.  If you fall in this category and do not apply, you will not be eligible for the sliding scale fee and you will be expected to pay full cost.
b. Purchase College families are eligible for the sliding scale if they meet one of the following criteria.  One parent works at the college fulltime or is enrolled at the college for 12 credits or more.  Part time affiliates will receive a 5% courtesy discount.
c. Grandchildren of Purchase College employees receive a 5% discount.

d. NYS employees receive a 5% discount.
2. Documentation

a. Students must submit The Children’s Center’s verification form completed by the Purchase College Registrar and a copy of your class schedule.
b. Staff and Faculty must submit The Children’s Center’s verification form that must be completed by Purchase College Human Resources.

c. Verification of Purchase College affiliated status must be supplied with your child’s registration materials and again annually. 

3. Income

a. The Children’s Center’s household composition and income form must be completed.

b. Supporting documentation (latest tax return, payroll stubs for the last 4 weeks, and child support) must be submitted verifying income. If your household income is greater than $80,000 per year, no financial information is required. 

The Children’s Center reserves the right to adjust the rate of tuition at any time.  The center also reserves the right to request updated financial information from Purchase College affiliates at any time.
G.   Policy Questions
The Board of Directors reviews and approves all applications for the sliding scale and to review requests for exemptions to our policies.  If a parent wishes to be considered for an exemption to any of the above stated policies, he or she should address questions or concerns in writing directly to:
